At the age of 12, God called 
Teresa to devote her life to Him as a religious, spending the next 20 
years teaching young girls adjacent to the slums of Calcutta.  During 
this time, she had many profound and powerful experiences with the 
poor that guided her to her ultimate vocation. 
 

On September 10, 1946, while riding on a train, Jesus spoke to 
Mother Teresa.  He asked her to start a new religious community 
called the Missionaries of Charity. This community would serve the 
poor by embracing poverty and simplicity.  Mother was eventually 
granted permission from Rome and walked into the slums of 
Calcutta in 1948.  She established houses for children, the dying and 
lepers.  Her mission was to ensure that all people received the love 
of God from her and her Sisters.
