The Marian Fathers of the Immaculate Conception
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Dear Parishioners,

Summer time is often when personnel changes happen in many parishes.
At the beginning of July, you said goodbye to your pastor Fr. Walter, whose place was taken
by Fr. Mark. Now for the last four weeks you’ve seen another new face in the parish. He has
a bald head, glasses and a strange English accent. That is me, your new priest! My name is
Fr. Peter Lach, and I come from Poland, where I was born on August 15, 1972. And my
birthdate may be why I chose the Congregation of Marian Fathers, because I came into the
world on the solemnity of our Lady's Assumption. I spent my entire childhood in Gdansk (in
the north of Poland), which is known in Europe and the world as a city of freedom. It was
there that the Solidarity movement began, which gave rise to the break-up of communism in
Europe. It is also the birthplace of the second most famous modern-day Pole (next to Saint
John Paul II), Lech Walgsa, a worker who initiated the Solidarity movement, and later be-
came the president of Poland. When people ask me what connects Americans and Poles, I
often respond, “love for freedom.”

However, I was supposed to write about myself and not about the history of Poland. As |
said earlier, I joined the Congregation of Marian Fathers and on May 30, 1998, and was or-
dained a priest. I have been a priest for 21 years and have ministered in various places
throughout Poland. I’ve served as a priest in parishes, church administration and as a direc-
tor of a hospice for people dying of cancer. It was a very meaningful experience for me, in
which I encountered human suffering and was able to accompany the dying in their passing
to eternity. I’ve also served in my congregation’s religious house in Fatima, Portugal. There,
I met many pilgrims who came to this wonderful place of the apparitions of Our Lady. In
August 2017 I moved to the United States and began living in our seminary in Washington,
D.C., where I tried to learn English. While there I served as a spiritual father to our men in
formation. And now with great joy, I have come to Darien to be with you and for you, at our
beautiful parish of Our Lady of Peace. It is my conviction that the modern world needs
peace, so let this idea not only be the name of our parish, but above all a real task for each
one of us.

What else about me? In my free time I like to read books based on a true stories, biog-
raphies and everything related to history. So if you know of any interesting titles, please let
me know!

In addition, I like traveling, seeing new places and meeting new people, as they are gifts
from God. I’m also a volleyball fan and enjoy watching matches on TV (like a couch pota-
to).

I am happy to be here with you and I look forward to cooperating with you at our parish.
