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Dear Parishioners, 
 
I want to let you know that I have decided, at this time, to suspend the regular distribution of holy 
communion under both species. What this means is that for most Sundays, Holy Communion will 
now only be distributed under the form of the Sacred Host and not under the form of the Pre-
cious Blood via the chalice.  Holy Communion under both species will be offered, however, during 
certain major feast days whose celebration would reflect a certain openness to receiving under 
both kinds.  Such feast days would include Holy Thursday, Pentecost, and Corpus Christi.   
 
It is important to note that this decision is not reflective of a new diocesan policy.  In other words, 
the Diocese of Joliet has not mandated this change.  Though the norms for the universal Church 
concerning this topic reflect a narrower window for the distribution of holy communion under 
both species, it does allow for the diocesan bishop to establish norms that he deems appropriate 
for his diocese.  Bishop Conlon has continued the practice, begun in the Joliet Diocese in 2002, 
of allowing parishes a greater freedom to distribute Holy Communion under both species with the 
priest in charge of the parish given the right to determine the frequency of this practice. 
  
I have made the decision to limit the opportunities of receiving Holy Communion under both spe-
cies at Our Lady of Peace in discernment with Fr. Peter and our deacons. The basis of this deter-
mination involved both catechetical and practical motivations.   In general, there is a desire to 
want to foster a greater Eucharistic awareness as well as to logistically streamline the process by 
which Holy Communion is distributed at Our Lady of Peace.  Over the next couple of weeks, I will 
provide further explanation regarding how this change is meant to foster a deeper Eucharistic 
awareness.  In the meantime, please be assured that when you receive the Sacred Host you are 
receiving the full reality of Jesus - Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity - that is contained under the 
appearance of bread.  
 
Thank you for taking the time to read this letter. I realize that not everyone will agree with this 
new policy.  If you have concerns about this decision, please do not hesitate to communicate them 
to me, Fr. Peter or the Deacons. We will listen to any feedback as long as it is communicated in a 
respectful and charitable manner.
