We too have been blessed with
much, including the gift of faith, and are called to be good
stewards of all with which we have been entrusted. We do
this by nurturing a faithful and faith-filled heart, responding
to God'’s grace through the attitudes and actions that make
up our daily lives. We do this as well by sharing our faith and
the impact of faith with others, so that they may be drawn to
our Lord. This is a sacred responsibility, a blessing, a privilege.
