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THE CENTRAL MYSTERIES

Throughout the season of Easter, we ponder the mysteries that are central to our
faith in Jesus Christ. We reflect on Jesus’ life, ministry, passion, death, and res-
urrection and consider the meaning of Christ’s life and love. Today we celebrate
Jesus’ ascension and wonder with the apostles what we are to do and how we
are to live as a result. As disciples, we are called to put our faith into action, grow
to be more like the Lord, be united with other believers in community, and bring
others to Christ through the way we live our lives. In so doing, we will live a life
worthy of our call in Christ, a life of unity in the Spirit, of hope and peace.

WHY ARE YOU LOOKING AT THE SKY?

“Why are you standing there looking at the sky?” We can only imagine the apos-
tles’ astonishment, not only at Jesus’ ascension, but at the message from the
men in white garments who appeared at that very moment. Jesus had been cru-
cified and died, rose from the dead and spent time with them, teaching them to
understand how he had fulfilled all that had been written about the Messiah, and
suddenly, he was taken up to heaven. Surely they would have wondered what
was happening and what the meaning of Jesus’ ascension was. We wonder with
them. What does Jesus’ ascension call us to be or do? We rely on the testimony
of those who were with Jesus to grasp the mystery of his life, death, resurrection,
and ascension. Their witness calls us to believe in Jesus, grow in relationship with
him, and live as his disciples in the world.

YOU HAVE SEEN AND HEARD, NOW GO DO

It isn’t enough to say we believe in Jesus. We are called to live as members of
Christ’s body and share the joy of faith with others. We do this by discerning
and fulfilling our vocation, the ways in which God calls each of us to live. Often
when we think of vocation, the first thing that comes to mind is the priesthood.

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THE SIGNIFICANCE OF THE ASCENSION
The theological unity, or perhaps even the temporal
experience of the early community, made it seem that
Jesus’ resurrection and his ascension were inseparable
aspects of a single mystery. Only'in the later writings of
Luke and John has further theological reflection helped

the Christian community to distinguish different dimen-

sions of the mystery. Liturgical tradition has followed
the forty-day chronology formulated by Luke. We
would miss the point, however, if we were to demand a
precise historical chronology of events such as the Res-
urrection-Ascension that are primarily spiritual in nature
and that clearly surpass the bounds of time and space as
we know them.

For Luke, itis the decisive turning
point that marks the end of Jesus™earthly ministry and
the beginning of the disciples’ Spirit-led ministry and thus
the ministry of the whole church down to our own day.

FEAST OF FAITH
The General Intercessions

The general intercessions were restored to the lit-
urgy in the reforms that followed the Second Vatican
Council. In these prayers—also known as the
“universal prayer” or “prayer of the faithful”—the as-
sembly prays for the Church, the world, and the local
community. As the name “prayer of the faithful” re-
minds us, these intercessions are a privilege of the
baptized, which is why any catechumens are dis-
missed before the Creed and the intercessions. In bap-
tism, we become members of a royal priesthood, and
what do priests do? They intercede; they pray. In
standing to pray to God as a community, we are living
out our royal priesthood.

The intercessions at Mass usually follow a clear
pattern, moving from general to specific needs. We
pray for the whole Church. We pray for the world and
for our nation. We pray for our local community, for
those who have died and for all the sick and afflicted.
In our united prayer, we reach beyond ourselves and
our own needs and grow in awareness of and compas-

sion for the needs of others.

Jane said the family would support
Andrea financially through the pregnancy.

During her ultrasound, Andrea remained very quiet as she watched the movement of the baby on the screen.

Jane, however, expressed joy, stating she was thrilled and amazed to see her grandchild. Andrea said “I'm still

undecided.”

At her follow up visit at Waterleaf, Andrea told her advocate she has decided to parent. Stating she understands
things will be challenging, she knows how much support her family and Chuck will provide and is interested in
the services of Aspire.

Since her last visit, Andrea told us she has seen her OB again and she and Chuck are planning a gender reveal
party. “I'm having the baby!”
