 Do you suppose the authors of the four Gospels 
were aware of today’s first reading from the second 
book of Kings? Of course they were. The prophet Eli-
sha fed a hundred men with twenty barley loaves in or-
der to prove God’s power. This same miracle, now mul-
tiplied by more people fed by fewer loaves, is attributed 
to Jesus in all four Gospels. In today’s passage from 
John we even have the detail that the loaves were barley, 
reminding every pious Jew of that miracle that Elisha 
worked. Yet Jesus went into hiding when they wanted to 
make him king. It is the passage from Paul’s Letter to 
the Ephesians that gives us the reason for this. The 
power of Jesus comes from God. It is not meant merely 
to feed us, or to provide one group with a king. There is 
one Lord, one faith, one God and Father of all who 
works through Jesus Christ and through us all.

The Preface Dialogue 
 “Lift up your hearts.” “We lift them up to the Lord.” 
“Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.” “It is right to 
give him thanks and praise.” With this ancient dialogue we 
enter the Eucharistic Prayer, the heart of the Mass. These 
venerable words have been part of the Christian liturgy 
almost from the beginning—by the time of Hippolytus of 
Rome (c. 215) they were already fixed in the liturgy.
