February 6 2022      Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
THEOPHANIES 
 Today’s readings recount three theophanies, or par-
ticular manifestations of God’s presence. The prophet 
Isaiah is caught up in a dramatic scene of heavenly wor-
ship, with a royal throne, burning embers, and sera-
phim singing, “Holy, holy, holy.” Isaiah is over-
whelmed. In the responsorial psalm, the assembly adds 
its own worship to that of the seraphim: “In the sight 
of the angels, I will sing your praises, Lord” (Psalm 
138:1). 
 Paul reminds the Corinthians of his own experience 
of a post-Resurrection appearance of the Lord, making 
him an apostle, but one “born abnormally” (1 Corinthi-
ans 15:8), since he had no acquaintance with the earthly 
Jesus. The first of those who did know the earthly Jesus 
were surprised by fishing advice from the teacher who 
had commandeered Simon’s boat, resulting in an ex-
traordinary catch. Although less colorful than those of 
Isaiah or Paul, this theophany was just as overwhelm-
ing.

First Reading — In a vision Isaiah is called to be a 
messenger for the LORD of hosts. Isaiah responds, 
“Send me!” (Isaiah 6:1-2a, 3-8) 
Psalm — In the sight of the angels I will sing your 
praises, Lord (Psalm 138). 
Second Reading — Paul reminds us of the gospel he 
preached through which we are saved, if we believe it  
(1 Corinthians 15:1-11 [3-8, 11]). 
Gospel — Jesus directs Simon to take his boat into 
deep water for a miraculous catch of fish. Simon and 
his partners leave all to follow Jesus (Luke 5:1-11).
