HYMNS TO BE REMEMBERED

One of the best ways to remember something truly important is to set it to music. It can be
easily recalled and sung by heart and passed on. As you focus on the scriptures for Palm Sun-
day, it might be helpful to think of them as past, present, and future versions of the same story.
In Isaiah, we hear one of four hymns referring to the “Suffering Servant” that paints a poignant
picture prefiguring Jesus’ crucifixion. “lI gave my back to those who beat me, my cheeks to
those who plucked my beard; my face | did not shield from buffets and spitting.” Psalm 22’s
refrain is some of the last words spoken by Jesus on the cross. The Philippians hymn is one of
the most beloved and poignant passages ever, “Christ . . . becoming obedient to the point of
death, even death on a cross.” All of these are songs, hymns to be remembered.

DO YOU KNOW THE STORY?

We might assume that we know the scriptures and tend to tune out something as difficult to
comprehend as the Passion of Christ. What we often end up doing is taking all four of the
Gospels and sort of mixing the accounts into one story. The theologian Gerhard Lohfink called
this “making Gospel Soup.” Today’s Passion is from the Gospel of Luke, and there are some
elements that are very different from Matthew and Mark (the other synoptic Gospels read in
Lectionary years A and B), and John’s Gospel text which is always proclaimed on Good Friday.
Let’s look at the elements that are specific to Luke as we break the Passion into five sections.

THE LUKAN PASSION

Lord’s Supper (22:14-38) Luke portrays Jesus as fiery and working for justice, both in his
passion and in his ministry. The Passover feast is a very special time for the disciples, and
while they are being commissoned, it is clear that they do not understand yet how they will
carry on; Jesus warns them to protect them from evil.

Mount of Olives (22:39-53) Luke’s Jesus doesn’t seem as desolate as in other accounts
about his imminent death, and goes to pray in regular fashion. He calls out his betrayer by
name, hinting at foreshadowing of knowledge.

Peter’s Denial - Sanhedrin (22:54-71) One can see the special care Jesus takes for Peter,
and the scene takes place in the courtyard where Jesus was earlier abused as prophet.

Trials before Pilate and Herod (23:1-25) In this account Pilate and Herod both proclaim
Jesus to be innocent, and this heals a “rift” between them. Jesus is good even to those who
maltreat him.

Crucifixion, Death, and Burial (23:26-56)
There are no soldiers; it is the chief priests

who take Jesus to Pilate. Jesus’ words on TODAY'’S READINGS

the Cross are kind: “Father forgive them.”

B Mere PALM SUNDAY OF THE PASSION OF THE LORD
suwda | On Palm Sunday we welcome our King, the Son of David, with hosannas. Let us lay our palms beneath
5' the feet of His mount, and never forget that the palm is an ancient symbol of martyrdom. Palm

Sunday begins Holy Week, which is the Passion of our Lord. Palms were used in Jewish tradition to

celebrate triumph or victory. For Christians, the palm branch became a symbeol of martyrdom. Palm
Sunday, also called Passion Sunday, becomes evident as the tone of the Mass radically changes with the reading of
Christ’s passions and death as the Gospel for the day.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church explains that the word "hosanna" means "save" or "give salvation." This term along
with the acclamation, "blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord," is used during the Sanctus (Holy, Holy) of every
Mass. It concludes the preface to the Eucharistic prayer "that introduces the memorial of the Lord's Passover. (CCC, 559)

The blessed palm that everyone receives at this Mass is a sacramental to take home. Traditionally Catholics keep their
palms near or behind a crucifix, on a prayer altar or with their Bible. Keeping the palm serves as a reminder to remember
Jesus' Passion and follow in his footsteps to carry the crosses in our own lives.

"This Sunday, | experienced in a special way the sentiments of the most
sweet Heart of Jesus. My spirit was there where Jesus was. | saw Jesus
riding on a donkey's foal, and the disciples and a great multitude with
branches in their hands jovfully accompanying the Lord Jesus. Some
strewed them before His feet where He was riding, while others raised
their branches in the air, leaping and jumping before the Lord and not
knowing what to do for joy. And | saw another crowd which came out
to meet Jesus, likewise with joyful faces and with branches in their
hands, and they were crying out unceasingly with joy. There were little
children there also. But Jesus was very grave, and the Lord gave me to
know how much He was suffering at the time. And at that moment, |
saw nothing but only Jesus, whose Heart was saturated with
ingratitude. (diary, 642)."

Recently. | stopped by & big home improvement
store, The garden center was bustling with people
shopping for flowers and plants, Happily. | sighed
and thought. “Ah, spring is in the airl”

one of my favorite images in the Bible is that of
the garden. It not only reminds us that we reap
what we sow. But also. it all begins in the Garden
aof Eden with the creation of Adam and Eve and
then their eventual fall from grace Jesus
experiences deep prayer. agony and betrayal in
the Garden of Gethsemane before his crucifixion.
At the resurrection. Mary Magdalene is the first to
see the risen Christ. but she doss not recognize
him. "supposing him to be the gardener” [(John
2015), Throughout Scripture, gardens are a place
to encounter the mystery of God, They are places
of suffering, death and most importantly, new
life,

Saying all this, let me acknowledge that | do not
have a naturally green thumb, | admire people
who possess that gift. Regardless, | am starting to
dabble in some basic gardening,

At the bishop's residence in Joliet where | live, |
have made the decision to have some large trees
cut down in my backyard. The reason | am having
them removed is not because | am “anti-tree.” On
the contrary, | love trees, However, there are 50
many in my backyard, that they have created a
canopy over the yard through which no sunlight
can penctrate, As a result instead of grass, my
backyard is basically a plot of dirt that, when it
raing, turns intep a muddy mess and at worst a
swamp, As we remove a few of the trees my hope
is that the sun may shine through the remaining
ones and that grass, flowers and plants may return
to sprout, grow and flourish,

Scripturally, Jesus reminds us that gardens need
to be pruned so that they may produce fruit: "He
prunes it so that it may bear more fruit” Qohn 1%:3),
In the Catheolic Church, spiritual pruning is not a
negative exercise, Instead, it helps our spiritual

days, Lent provides us the time to cut down and
prune some things in our lives that prevent God's
light from shining on and through us We do s
specifically during Lent. with our acts of penance,
prayer and almsgiving,

wontinuing this theme of gardening around my
house, late last fall | planted over 50 tulip bulbs
around the statue of the Blessed Virgin Mary, After |
planted them. | have constantly wondered, "Did the
squirrels dig them up and eat them? “Will they
blossomn and what color will they be? “Will the
Blessed Mother enjoy them? Every day. | find
myself cagerly awaiting thess tulips to colorfully
burst through the soil.

This is an act of hopel While | still cannot see the
flowers. | eagerly anticipate their arrival. We, too,
wait with faith and hope to celebrate the
resurrection of our Lord and savior at Easter and
boldly proclaim that he is not dead. He is not still in
the ground, He is risen!

The lingering question ix ‘Why do we spend time at
garden centers and in our own gardens, planting
and caring for flowers and plants? It is partially
becauss they are tangible signs of beauty, hope and
life, As 5t Alphonsus Liguori rightly noted. "When
we sec a beautiful garden, or a beautiful flower, let
us think that there we behold a ray of the infinite
beauty of God, who has given existence to that
object.”

As we come to the end of this Lenten time of
pruning in our own spiritual gardens, let us
approach Easter with great joy and enthusiasm. In
other words, with springtime hope. let us continue
to ssarch for and bask in the risen life of Christ, for
he truly fills our world and lives with light, beauty
and new life,
