Jesus supplies an almost ridiculous number of 

fish, and he cooks it for them, too. As our reading 

from RevelaƟon affirms, the overflowing riches of 

God require constant praise. Countless creatures—

“everything in the universe”—cry out to honor the 

Lord, forever and ever.
